lived, or the man-

ner of their dying. 

It was also not un-

usual for a personôs 

gravestone to re-

veal what he or she 

believed about 

what followed 

death. For most 

people of that time, 

those beliefs were 

shaped by the Bibli-

cal message of a 

future bodily resur-

rection.
