These savings could 

be accomplished 

through greater use 

of paperless elec-

tronic information 

delivery, such as 

many businesses are 

now employing.  If 

enough members 

and friends choose 

the option of having 

the United Spirit and 

other mailings deliv-

ered by email, and if 

paper copies of the
